
Students in science classes take turns looking 
at cells under a microscope. Students in 
physiology classes observe living cells 
under a microscope, noting their in-
ternal functions. Students in medical 
school identify the specialization of 
cells in various body tissue—like cells 
from the heart. Dr. Paul Brand talks 
of it in his book “Fearfully and Wonder-
fully Made.” He remembers the first time he 
peered through the eyeglass of a microscope 
at living heart cells in lab class while studying 
for his MD. The heart cells had been ex-
tracted and dropped in a saline solution. 
They were haphazard and disconnected as a 
result of the extraction process but they 
were still beating, each one spasmodically, 

irregularly, and independently.  
 

The curious point of the lesson that 
day was what would happen hours 
later. Gradually the individual cells 
started to beat together, each one 
sounding the same pulse in perfect 
rhythm. They were still disconnected 
physically. They were completely 

disjointed and removed from the body, but 
there’s an innate feature of heart life that 
draws the cells into concert with one an-
other. Science has no explanation, but we 
can attribute it to the work of the Creator.

prophet Ezekiel, “I will give them 
one heart, and a new spirit I will 
put within them. I will remove 
their heart of stone from their flesh 
and give them a heart of flesh” 
(Ezekiel 11:18). 
 
Every day our hearts are challenged by 
life in this world. Disrupted in a soupy 
mix of emotions, hurts, poorly chosen 
words, selfish actions, misunderstand-
ings, and more, it is easy for each of 
us to go off sounding our own beat. 
That makes it awfully difficult for us 
to work together in the body of 
Christ. Instead of “putting the best con-
struction on everything” as Luther en-
courages us to do in his catechism 
meaning to the eighth commandment, 

we’re content to thump the pulse of 
resentment. Rather than appreciating 
and falling in line with another’s 
rhythm, we try to outdo them and 
draw others into sync with us. We all 
do it—you, me, everybody at one 
time or another. God’s the only one 
who consistently does it different. 
He’s the one who brings harmony. 
 
The same Creator who built harmony 
into the cellular fibers of our hearts 
of flesh, does the same with our 
hearts of faith through a new Spirit 
put within us. God calls us Living 
Stones in 1 Peter 2:5 precisely for 
this reason. He replaces our dead 
stone hearts with new ones that are 
not only alive with his forgiveness, 

but are pounding together at the im-
pulse of his love.  
 

It’s time for each of us to take our 
pulse. It’s time for a heart-rate check. Is 
yours in sync with the brothers and sis-
ters in Christ around you? Is it in sync 
with Christ’s? If not—no worries. Our 
Savior is a cardiac specialist, and unlike 
the ones downtown, He’s always avail-
able. No appointment necessary.   
 

This is a good heart lesson for us all, in a 
month when we’ll see hearts every-
where. Happy Valentines Day—from 
God.

The 
council is now making plans to assemble a call committee and 
is also working to identify the ministry roles for that new ser-
vant of the church. 
 

In the meantime, a Staffing Committee set up by the council 
(Don Comi, Mike Lauritzen, Stan Key, Kay Hilt, and Marjie 
Wiersma) is working together with Youth Board representa-
tives Debbie Sundseth, Kerry Schmidt, Diane Schaeffler, Jacki-
joan Shannon, and Pastor Mike to develop, advertise, and inter-
view for the part-time position of Youth Coordinator as ap-

proved at our last voters’ assembly. The job posting period continues into mid-February. The posi-
tion has been posted in LCMS churches throughout Spokane, in Pullman, WA, and is currently on 
the career opportunities web-sites of Whitworth and Gonzaga. 
 

The Staffing Committee is also working toward plans for a temporary part-time Parish Assistant. In-
terviewing for this position will wait until progress is made on the youth coordinator position.
