Holy Cross Resource Conservation Update: I want to thank the congregation for 
your understanding over the past couple of months as I changed some                
thermostats and made scheduling adjustments. We are now heating spaces when 
people are using them and idling the systems when spaces are not in use.  These 

system adjustments have yielded savings of >$1,000 in our Dec 2023 utility bill 
compared to Dec 2022, and we used less than half of the natural gas.  The next 
step in our conservation efforts is to keep the interior doors closed when the 
building is not being used. This allows the systems to heat the space without  
trying to heat the hallways. You can help by closing doors when you see them 
open.  Obviously, on Sunday, the entire church should be open, warm, and
